Install a ceiling mounted overhead body-weight supported ambulation system
in the main gym (Room 101) of the Physical Therapy Clinic. The system will
include approximately 70 feet of track that is to be supported by the second
floor structural system. The work includes installation of structural steel
modifications, careful removal and re-installation of acoustical ceiling tiles
and grid, and furnishing the ambulation system. Alternate #1 includes
installation of existing force plates as detailed. Alternate #2 includes the
installation of replacement carpet.

Plans & project manual may be picked up on June 22, 2017 at the Planning,
Design & Construction office, 736 S. National, Springfield, Missouri. Anyone
requesting plans to be shipped must provide shipping account information. The
University is unable to incur these charges.

There is a $25.00 refundable deposit check required for this project. Please make
checks payable to Missouri State University.

A pre-bid parking permit has been provided within the project manual for your
use. Depending on the pre-bid itinerary, parking may be made available at the
Burgess House or near the construction site. The Burgess House has a very small
parking lot. When attending a pre-bid or bid opening, if the lot is full, there are meters
across the street on the University campus. The visitor/metered parking area is
located to the south of Bear Boulevard on Florence Avenue and the adjacent
Bookstore parking lot. Please be aware that vehicles parked outside of the
designated areas identified within the pre-bid parking permit or within a metered
parking spot will be ticketed. A ticket could also be issued if the parking permit is not
displayed as directed. The city of Springfield will issue tickets to cars parked on the
neighborhood streets.
