The existing computer lab and support areas within Cheek Hall will be
completely renovated to create a new computer sciences classroom and
support area along with a renovated computer services open computer
lab and support areas. The work will include the complete demolition of
the existing space and construction of the new spaces. Work will include
modifications to the HVAC systems and electrical systems. Asbestos
removal will be through a separate contract. Work may begin on May 23,
2017 and shall be completed by August 6, 2017.

The visitor/metered
parking area is located to the south of Bear Boulevard on Florence Avenue and
the adjacent Bookstore parking lot. Please be aware that vehicles parked
outside of the designated areas identified within the pre-bid parking permit or
within a metered parking spot will be ticketed. A ticket could also be issued if
the parking permit is not displayed as directed. The city of Springfield will issue
tickets to cars parked on the neighborhood streets.
