Please be aware that vehicles parked outside of the designated
areas identified within the pre-bid parking permit or within a metered parking spot will
be ticketed. A ticket could also be issued if the parking permit is not displayed as
directed. The city of Springfield will issue tickets to cars parked on the neighborhood
streets.
